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APPENDIX 1: ANNEXTURE 1: 

LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT OF HENDRIK CLOETE OF CONSTANTIA: EXTRACTS

On 28 July 1799 Hendrik Cloete had his notary, A.J. van der Tuuk, draw up a Will to replace an earlier one made jointly on 8 August 1789 with his since deceased wife Hester Anna Lourens. (Translated from the Dutch by N.O van Gylswyk and D. Sleigh for the Van Riebeeck Society publication Hendrik Cloete, Groot Constatia and the VOC 2003:  - an Extract)

…..Furthermore, the Testator expressly desires that the following slaves shall be treated as in hereafter most clearly expressed:

That the mandoor Titus, the  cellar hand April and the coachman Philip, all of the Cape, shall, after the Testator’s death, each benefit to the sum of one hundred rijksdaalders as a reward for the faithful service they have always given.The said mandoor Titus, cellar hand April and coachman Philip shall then be given the choice of being emancipated, with approval of the authorities, or to reside with one of the heirs. Should they choose the former option they must firstly be provided with a letter of freedom at the Estate’s expense.  Should they, however, prefer to reside with one of the heirs, then each of them must, for as long as they live, receive maintenance of three rijksdaalders per month from the Estate, commencing on the death of the Testator;  they will, in effect, always remain free to change their place of abode as often as they wish, on the understanding that they will be obliged to remain in the charge of the heir. The Testator trusts that this heir, with whom Titus, April and Philip have chosen to reside, will not only provide maintenance and shelter but will also see to it that their old age will be made bearable.Further, the Testator desires expressly that their situation will immediately be made known to the said Titus, April and Philip and that they be given three days to make a free choice so that these three faithful servants will not be hurried into a decision. 

Then it is also the Testator’s expressed wish that his male slave Jephta, ordinarily known as Kleintje, receives as a reward for his faithful service,  the same benefits as those of the mondoor, cellar hand and coachman, Titus, April and Philip, in all respects, with the provision that after the Testator’s death he will receive a gratuity of fifty rijksdaalders, be free to choose with which heir he wishes to reside and enjoy a monthly maintenance allowance of three rijksdaalders. However, there are specific conditions that when their chose master or mistress passes away they will not be compelled to remain at their place of residence under a successor, but be free to choose from among other heirs a new place of residence to enjoy, as long as they live.

The Testator also desires that directly after his death the male slave, Nero of Malabaar, will be informed that he will no longer need to work, that he will in future be given maintenance and shelter and that, in addition, he will, for the rest of his life, receive one rijksdaalder every month, commencing on the Testator’s death. The heirs will be obliged to follow this disposition precisely.

The Testator also desires that all his slaves who will have reached the age of sixty years or more shall not be sold, but will be free to choose with which heir they wish to reside and to have the benefit of this until the death of  their master or mistress, who will be bound to provide food and shelter at his or her expense and to regard these servants as spent forces, from whom nothing can be demanded unless it is volunteered.

Neither may the slave woman, Candaca, be sold, nor her four children, Philip, Eva, Sanna and Candaca, or any to whom she may yet give birth.  After the Testator’s death this slave woman and her children shall become the property of the Testator’s daughter, Catharina Cloete, without any cost to the latter.  If the same daughter, Catharina Cloete, married to the Honourable Rijnier Beck, is survived by children when she dies, then the slave woman Candaca with her children must stay with the said daughter’s children.  If, however, she should not have any then on her death Candaca shall decide with which of the heirs she wishes to reside,  so that she may benefit in the same way as the slaves older than sixty years.  This also applies to her above-named and yet unborn children, with the provision, however, that those with whom they prefer to reside shall pay a moderately estimated price to the heirs whom they have left.  In this context the Testator specifically desires that it must be understood that if his son-in-law,  Beck, and his daughter should choose to discharge the above-mentioned Candaca and her children from their service and emancipate them, they shall be obliged to remunerate the other heirs by paying into the Estate the amount of one hundred rijksdaalders for each of Candaca’s children they wish to set free.

In addition, the male slave Meij of Nias, a tailor of women’s clothing,  shall, after the death of the Testator, reside with his oft-mentioned daughter, Catharina, without her having to pay anything.  On the death of the said daughter, either in or out of matrimony, having or not having had children, the said male, Meij, shall be given three days to consider his position.

For the rest the Testator declares to legally transfer the following slaves at the mentioned prices to his son, Hendrik:the wagon drivers Leander of the Cape and Bacchus of Magdagascar, as also the domestic servant Jonathan of the Cape, for the sum of  four hundred rijksdaalders each; the carpenter Bacchus of the Coast, with all his tools, for one hundred rijksdaalders; the woman Aurora of Mozambique, together with her children and any she may give birth to, for a sum considered reasonable by the Executors; the woman Stein of the Cape who belongs to Constantia, for three hundred and thirty-three rijksdaalders and sixteen stuijvers, apart from all her children and those she may yet beget;  those twelve years old or older for two hundred rijksdaalders and those under twelve years for one hundred rijksdaalders, although the females among these may become attached to males of the farm Nooitgedagt, they will have no choice, but on the contrary, be considered as belonging to the Constantia Estate; the woman Lukrees of the Cape, living with the man Tootji and suffering from a serious chest problem, will after the death of the Testator, become the property of his son Hendrik without cost to the Estate;

The Testator desires that the male slave Amor of Madagascar, who serves as wagon-driver, be legally transferred to his son Rudolph Cloete for one thousand gulden, as also the woman Spacis, for the sum of four hundred and fifty gulden, with each of her children for three hundred Cape gulden.

Seeing that his son, Johan Gerhard, has had preference in selecting fourteen male slaves belonging to the farms Nooitgedagt and Zandvliet, it is the Testator’s specific wish that his son, Dirk, shall next choose four male slaves from these for himself, for the same price and subject to the same conditions;  after these, his son Rijk Arnoldus Mauritius Cloete shall, similarly, choose three male slaves……

…The Testator’s deceased wife, Hester Anna Lourens, expressed a wish in a deed signed by her on 16 February 1794, that certain stipulations concerning her slaves be followed after her death.  The Testator desires expressly that that these stipulations comprising the following be strictly attended to:

1. that the slave woman Constantia of the Cape with her children and possible future children shall, without payment, become the property of the Testator’s granddaughter, Hester Anna, child of Rudolph Cloete;

2. that his granddaughter, Hester Anna, daughter of his son, Hendrik Cloete, shall likewise be given a slave woman, the Testator having chosen Romana of the Cape, daughter of the slave woman Diana, together with her children;

3. that his son, Jacobus Coenraad Cloete, shall be given in ownership the slave woman Sarah of the Cape, daughter of the slave April, together with her children and any she may yet have, for the sum of one hundred rijksdaalders; 

Further that April be given complete freedom to place his children with any of the heirs according to his direction, who will then be bound to contribute a reasonable amount towards the Estate…..

The Testator declares that he emphatically desires that none of his male slaves having relationships with his female slaves shall be separated from them, even less should the children who are not yet twelve years old be separated from their mothers, but that such children of mothers chosen or bought by an heir, be included at a reasonable price, while those twelve years or over, whether male or female, for whom no special dispensation has been made, are to be reckoned as slaves of heirs who cannot be publically disposed of or sold to strangers, but on the contrary, shall on the death of the Testator go to the heir who makes the highest bid (etc)

By virtue of the reservation which I inserted in the Testament drawn up yesterday, I declare on this day (30 July 1799) that I have decided on the following additional arrangements:  Since I have, according to the deed of 16 February 1794 of my late wife, bequeathed a slave girl to each of my granddaughters bearing the name of Hester Anna, I declare that in this same manner, my granddaughter Hester Anna, daughter of my son Dirk Cloete, shall, on my death, receive the slave girl Castorie, daughter of the woman Castorie, together with such child or children which she may come to bear, without any payment towards the Estate.  Further, all other granddaughters bearing the name of my wife, but to whom no slave girl has been bequeathed, shall have the right to choose, or else their parents may choose on their behalf, a slave girl. In such case care must be taken that none shall be chosen who are already committed in terms of my Testament.

*      E-shaped farmhouse (the only known survivor of this type of plan) with thatch roof;

*      half-hipped on ends of E;

*      the two narrow courtyards separating the back wings have now been roofed over;

*      the legs are one room deep only; one leg has been extended and roofed with corrugated iron;

*      the rooms are just 4 metres deep which makes the scale smaller and more intimate than the earlier houses;

*      the windows are of the recessed double-sliding type;

*      an original window with 4 x 3 sashes without horns still exists;

*      the house formerly had an ogee corrugated iron verandah roof which has now been removed;

*      a building on property alongside was the stables but now it is significantly altered;

*      few old oak trees remain around the homestead.
